Visas are not required if passenger remains in the transit lounge less than 6 hours, 
but the embassy recommends obtaining one in case of emergencies/flight delays 
etc. 

Delay/Cost/Validity Delay:  Strictly 3 working days. 
Cost: FREE for South African passport holders – foreign passport holders under 
mentioned visa fees applies  
Validity:  To be used three months from date of issue - 30 days from date of entry

 South African Diplomatic, Official + service passport holders Do Not 
require a visa.

To their sole 
discretion, Egyptian Immigration authorities reserve the right to deny 
entry, repatriate, deport or prosecute under Egyptian laws should alien 
visitors fail at any time to present upon request the necessary 
documentation or contravene Egyptian immigration laws.

In addition to the above any or all of the following might be necessary for the 
processing of entry visas and should be presented upon request: 

 3 months bank statement, monetary guarantee and/or proof of availability 
of sufficient funds to cover travel expenses. 

 Flight details, reservations or original tickets. 
 Hotel reservations. 
 Proof of organized tour. 
 Letter of invitation if visit is for Business purposes 
 Letter from South African employer if visit is for Business purposes 
 Egyptian contract of employment (work permit applications only) 
 Valid residential status or return visas (non SA, Botswana or Lesotho 

nationals). 
 Valid visa for final destination (transit visa applications only). 
 Vaccination against some tropical diseases if coming from affected areas.
